Imagine visiting a foreign country. You are vaguely familiar with their culture- the food, the traditions, and the people; but
you realize and readily admit that you don’t fully know what to expect upon arriving.

The Ranch is similar. We know our time here is temporary; we’re visitors. However, the goal is to come to understand
and adopt the culture of Christ encountered here. And it's difficult.

Most of us come from an overwhelmingly different culture or lifestyle. Whether prison, homelessness, or abject hedonist
street life, none of us find our way to the Ranch via saintly living. Once here, you learn to speak a different language, you
eat different food (or actually sit down and eat at all), and the term “brother” begins to take on a tangible significance as
opposed to obligatory, negative connotation.

This foreign country is terrifying your first few weeks. You're called time and time again to shed the mask you grew so
accustomed to and needed for survival. You endure hugs.....from grown men. And you are humbled by hesitantly hearing
“I love you” from people you don’t even know.

A few weeks slowly evolve into a month, which quickly morphs into two. Your synthetic, fear induced mask has now
mostly evaporated revealing an authentic, gleaming smile your family claims to have been missing for years. Jesus is
working. The foreign culture you would have cussed just months ago (and many of us did) has eternally altered your
personhood. The creature that slithered through the front doors at 75 Lake Drive is gone, and standing in his place is a
man,a man who knows who he is; and more importantly: whose he is.

Hallelujah for miracles and the men and women who help to make them happen.

They are real. And | am one of many.
